MOTION #1:  Made by C. Whelan, seconded by C. Kanabis to approve the minutes of the October meeting as received.  So voted 6-0.

STAFF REPORTS:  All reports were placed on file.  The Director spoke to the members regarding the proposed re-placement bridge at Waterford Beach Park and information on replacement of the bathrooms at the park.  He reported that the CIPs were submitted on 11/20/2015.  He reported that the ADA group has been meeting and will report back on any new information he receives.  The Director reported that the FY2017 Budget has to be into the First Selectmen on December 17th and that the Commission is scheduled to appear before the Board of Selectmen on January 21, 2016 which is prior to the Commission’s meeting of January 26, 2016. The Director reported that he met with the Finance Director, Finance Town Accountant, Program Coordinator
to discuss the new sales tax on parking fees at Waterford Beach Park.  A lengthy discussion was held regarding the fees for the stickers and parking fees.

MOTION #3:  Made by C. Whelan, seconded by C. Scheiber that fees should be raised to include the tax income for parking stickers and parking fees.  This request will be sent to the RTM for approval.  So voted 6-0.

The Assistant Director reported on the Youth Sport Council meeting that was held and the next meeting set for Jan/Feb.    He also reported the maintenance projects that were completed.  
The Program Coordinator told the members that she is now working on the Summer Program Booklet and any information or program ideas they may have to please contact her.  All other programs are winding down and will start up again after January 1st.  The town hall Tree lighting will take place on 12/8/15 and the Quaker Hill tree lighting is on 12/12/15.  She will be holding a children’s cooking class for cooking making to be given to the home-bound Senior Citizens and then the class will hold a holiday lunch on 12/31/2015 for Senior Citizens.
