1.	Call to Order

Chairman Lawson called the regular meeting of the Waterford Shellfish Commission to order at 7:00 p.m. after establishing a quorum.

2.	Pledge of Allegiance

3.	Welcome Members and Guests

The only people present were members of the Waterford Shellfish Commission.

4.	Roll Call 

Present were Commissioners Lawson, Meehan, LeBelle, Francolino and Miller.  Absent were Commissioners Corriveau and Facchini. 

5.	Approval of the August 4, 2015 regular Meeting Minutes

Motion made by Commissioner Meehan, seconded by Commissioner Francolino to approve the August 4, 2015 meeting minutes as reviewed and submitted.  Discussion, none, voice vote, 5-0, all in favor, motion carried.

6.	Public Input

There was no one present from the public to address the Commission. 

7.	Correspondence

Chairman Lawson reviewed various meeting minutes, agendas, emails and correspondences sent to the Shellfish Commission over the past month.  He discussed correspondence regarding sampling, closures and activity as it relates to the Waterford Shellfish Commission that was sent to him either by mail or email over the course of the past month.
8.	Treasurer’s Report

Commissioner Francolino reviewed the Treasurer’s Report with the Commission with the data he received from the Waterford Finance Department through July 31, 2015.  He discussed the revenues, expenditures and bills submitted throughout the month for payment, including bills from the Warden for patrolling in the amount of three hundred dollars.

Motion made by Commissioner LeBelle, seconded by Commissioner Meehan to approve the Treasurer’s Report as reviewed.  Discussion, none, voice vote, 5-0, all in favor, motion carried.  

9.	Monthly Monitoring and Sampling Report 

Chairman Lawson stated the recreational shell fishing areas are currently opened after the return of satisfactory samples.  He explained that overall there have been minimal closures due to rain this season, allowing for lucrative recreational shellfishing in Jordan Cove for those who have purchased permits to do so.  There were only two closures due to rainfall during the months of July and August.  

10.	New Business 

The Waterford Shellfish Commission currently has one position available to fill in the absence of Commissioner Thompson who recently moved to the Town of East Lyme.  

11.	Old Business

a.	Update/discussion regarding re-stock/permit sales.

Chairman Lawson stated that he and several volunteers were able to obtain thirty six bags of certified little neck clams for re-stock in the recreational shellfishing areas and that they were successfully distributed in the waters on September 29th at high tide.  The areas were closed for the weekend for the restock but have since re-opened.  He stated he will continue to work on obtaining additional bags of certified clams as well as oysters for restock.  

12.	Adjournment

Motion made by Commissioner Meehan, seconded by Commissioner Francolino to adjourn the meeting at 8:00 p.m., discussion, none, voice vote, 5-0, all in favor, motion carried.
