1. CALL TO ORDER AND APPOINTMENT OF ALTERNATES
Chairman Auwood called the meeting to order at 6:30 and appointed M. Mazzella to sit for B.
Chenard.

2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

M OTION: Motion made by J. Bunkley, seconded by M. Mazzella, to approve the minutes of the
September 26, 2016 meeting as written.

3. RECEIPT OF APPLICATIONS
#PL-16-17 — Application of the Town of Waterford to create a Cohanzie Redevelopment District, in
accordance with Section 28 of the Waterford Zoning Regulations (Amendments).

A. Piersall stated that this application is for the potential rezoning of the Cohanzie School property.
She suggested that the Commission open the public hearing at their next meeting, scheduled for
October 31, 2016, and continue it to a special meeting the following night, November 1, 2016, to
allow adequate opportunity for public input. She also stated that a Staff-led meeting will be held on
October 26, 2016 at 5:30 p.m. for the public to become more familiar with the proposed
amendment.

MOTION: Motion made by J. Bunkley, seconded by M. Mazzella, to open the public hearing for
application #PL-16-17 on October 31, 2016 at 6:30 p.m. and schedule a special
meeting on November 1, 2016 at 6:30 p.m. to continue the hearing.

#PL-16-12 — Request of Charles Secor, owner; READCO LLC, applicant, for site plan and special
permit approval for the removal of earth material from property located at 77 Foster Road, I-G zone,
in accordance with Sections 11.9, 22, 23 and 25 of the Zoning Regulations and as shown on the
plans titled “Proposed Excavation Operation, Cross Road & Foster” dated July 6, 2016

Chairman Auwood read the following exhibits into the record:

Piersall and Maureen FitzGerald, Subject: Site walk — Foster Road

Attorney Ted Harris referred to the outstanding items noted in Exhibit 23. He stated that some
issues have been addressed. The engineer doesn’t feel that the additional test pits requested by the
Commission are warranted. He noted that the process has taken much longer than anticipated, and
the applicant would be prepared to withdraw the application instead of having the Commission deny
it.

Matt Bruton of BL Company stated that they don’t want to change the character of the land. He
reviewed the proposed activity. Attorney Harris stated that the applicant originally thought that the
material on the site would be used for structural and non-structural fill; however tests showed that
the material would not be suitable for structural fill.

M. Wujtewicz reviewed Exhibit 23, noting that the request for additional information was sent to
the applicant on October 6, 2016. The only additional information received was Exhibit 24, the
Performance and Restoration Bond Estimate and it was just received today. The updated plans
which were submitted to and reviewed by the Conservation Commission have not been submitted to
the Planning and Zoning Commission as requested at the previous meeting.

A. Piersall stated that no test pits were done in the areas of Phase 1 and Phase 4. M. Bruton stated
that the geotechnical engineer feels that a sufficient number of test pits were done, and he feels
confident with the types of soils encountered. M. Wujtewicz asked if the geotechnical engineer had
submitted anything into the record to support that statement. M. Bruton replied that he only
submitted Exhibit 17.

A. Piersall asked if the treetops on the rock outcrops will remain. M. Bruton replied that they
would.

M. FitzGerald stated that she had not had a chance to review the bond estimate submitted (Exhibit
24). She stated concerns with how slopes will be addressed if ledge is encountered. Attorney Harris
said that there will have to be someone from BL on the site.

A. Piersall stated that, given the proposed speed of the project, Staff needs to make sure the activity
conforms to Section 25 of the Zoning Regulations.

J. Bunkley stated that he doesn’t see how the Commission can approve an application without
having the correct plans in front of them. This Commission needs to review the same plans the
Conservation Commission reviewed. M. Bruton stated that there are just minor changes between
the two plans.

Chairman Auwood referred to the e-mail correspondence received from Commissioner B. Chenard
(Exhibit 25), and stated that he had also visited the site and had similar comments. He noted that
the applicant will be removing a lot of vegetation. He thinks it is a problem that different plans
were submitted to both Commissions.

T. Harris replied that the differences are minimal, and could be conditions of approval. He again
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stated that the applicant would withdraw the application if necessary.

A. Piersall stated that it is important to look at the information requested in Exhibit 23, and asked if
the applicant will address the outstanding issues. Attorney Harris stated that the applicant feels that
enough information has been supplied.

The Commission discussed whether or not additional test holes were needed. M. Wujtewicz stated
that the Commission needs to look at how much material is being removed, and how the site gets
restored. A. Piersall stated that there still are questions regarding what the final grade on the site
will be.

Commission members requested that the hearing be continued so the applicant can address the
outstanding issues. A. Piersall noted that if the hearing is continued until the Commission’s next
meeting, an extension of time will be needed from the applicant. Attorney Harris submitted as
Exhibit 26 a one-day extension of time to close the public hearing.

Chairman Auwood asked if there was anyone in the audience who wished to speak regarding this
application. There were no comments from the public.

MOTION: Motion made by M. Mazzella, seconded by J. Bunkley, to continue the public
hearing to the Commission’s next meeting, scheduled for October 31, 2016.
